· Math is Cool Regional High School Level will take place on Friday afternoon, November 16th, at Highline High School in Seattle. 
· Registration deadline is October 19th.

· Previously, this competition was organized by grade level (9/10, and 11/12), but last year it was organized by math level (with Algebra II and under replacing 9/10, and pre-calculus and above replacing 11/12). Teams still will go by grade level.

· 4 people on one team, each school can have multiple teams.

· No Calculators at all (this is not as much a barrier as you may think)

· Competition has the following components:

· Individual test (35 minutes to do 40 questions), 
· Individual multiple choice test (15 minutes to do 9 questions, counts toward team score),
· Team test (15 minutes to do 10 questions as a team)

· Pressure round (two minutes per question, for 5 questions)

· Mental Math round (45 seconds per mental math question, 4 questions per team member)

· College Bowl round (an fast paced oral face off between two teams)

The whole competition is very fun and the time flies fast. At the end of the afternoon, the awards will be handed out, with 8 individual awards recognized and 6 team awards recognized. The top four teams will qualify for the statewide contest.
